Patient Satisfaction is a lead indicator for Patient Activation.   
If a patient is satisfied, they are more apt to trust our clinic staff and participate in their own health by adhering to those behaviors 

that improve their quality of life.   

US Army Medical Command (MEDCOM) established financial incentives and penalties for Patient Satisfaction.  Every month, 

there is an opportunity to earn up to +$800 or lose up to -$800 for each survey.  The current return rate for surveys is less than 

20%.  We must set conditions for our beneficiaries to complete and return their surveys. 

Note that “SATISFIED” only reflects “Excellent & Very Good “ survey responses.   
“Good” responses are considered “NOT SATISFIED”
