Col. Curtis A. Buzzard was commissioned an infantry officer in 1992 from the 
United States Military Academy.  He began his career in the 82nd Airborne 
Division as a Rifle Platoon Leader, Support Platoon Leader, and Battalion S3 
Air in 1st Battalion, 504th Parachute Infantry Regiment and later served as the 
Brigade S3 Air.  He then served on staff and as a Company Commander in both 
the 2nd Squadron, 11th Armored Cavalry Regiment and later in the 3rd US 
Infantry Regiment (The Old Guard).   
  
After attending the United States Marine Corps Command and Staff College, 
Buzzard returned to the 82nd Airborne Division as a Battalion Operations
