   According to NATO, the POMLT training is an 

important part of NATO-ISAF's contribution        

toward the development of the Afghan National    

Police (ANP). POMLT training coaches, teaches,    

and mentors the ANP while in Afghanistan. 

   There is also Operational Mentor and Liaison 

Teams (OMLT) training hosted in France by the 

French military, which is similar to the training at 

HTA; however, they do not tailor the training to   

civilian police.  

   ñAt HTA we can merge with the OMLT training 

and we can replicate what happens in theater; every-

one can talk to everyone and the transition is easier,ò 

said Capt. James L. Marstellar, Multinational Exer-

cise Officer of the 7th Army JMTC. ñWe have the 

chance to go through IED training, which France 

cannot replicate.ò  

   There are 15 OMLTS and 9 POMLTS from differ-

ent NATO countries training at HTA in November.     

   These teams are being trained to contribute toward 

the development of the ANP. At HTA they are not 

only able to learn strategies necessary to support the 

ANP, but they also learn how to be mentors to the 

ANP in order to help them implement the military 

strategies into their daily lives.       

   ñThe Environment in Afghanistan is different,  

most countriesô police and military are separate,ò 

said Capt. Marstellar, ñin an environment like      

Afghanistan you need both because of the counter
