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1.  Principle
In accordance with (IAW) paragraph 1, subparagraph 2 of the Dangerous Goods Ordinance Road, Rail, and Inland Waterways (GGVSEB) the provisions are also applicable to the movement with vehicles belonging to the military forces, or with vehicles under the responsibility of the military forces; this includes the vehicles of the Sending States Forces.
In case provisions of the GGVSEB/ADR cannot be met by the Sending States Forces, the German Ministry of Defense (BMVg) may authorize exemptions IAW paragraph 5, subparagraph 6 GGVSEB.
Exemptions may only be authorized if required by military missions under international agreements and if required by mission readiness (defense reasons) and if public safety is properly obeyed.  Exemptions may be granted only if
	1.  this is justified by technical progress, the goods would otherwise be excluded from transport or adherence to a provision in unacceptable and
	2.  it is ensured that safety precautions which are required because of the risk posed by the goods correspond to the State-of-the-Art; if they don’t meet State-of-the-Art criteria, it must be possible to consider the granting of an exemption as justifiable in view of the remaining risks.
In trusting the US Forces it is anticipated the transport receptacles used on the territory of the Federal Republic of Germany comply in principle with the requirements of the ADR/ RID;  are they partially compliant or non-compliant to the respective ADR/ RID provisions but compliant of the 49 CFR, and is a technical modification impossible or does not improve the safety standard, provision will be determined in coordination with the respective expert out of the Federal Ministry of Defence, which guarantee the safety of the dangerous goods during transportation.  A technical modification is always required, if expert determines the remaining risk is not acceptable.
2.  Scope
The general waiver (AG) BMVg Nr. 16 (S) applies to the movement of dangerous goods by road (S) with vehicles belonging to the US Forces or for which the US Forces are responsible for.
This waiver cannot be used for movements with vehicles belonging to commercial carriers, which are transporting on behalf of the Forces of the United States of America.
The following general waiver of the FmoD can be revoked at any time, if reasons for revoking are given or are known.

2.  Prerequisites 

2.1  Only those gases identified by DOT specifications in the above table may be transported in their approved pressurized receptacles.

2.2  The re-occurring inspections for refillable pressurized receptacles must be performed and documented IAW packaging provision P200 (8) and (9) in conjunction with subsection 6.2.1.6.

2.3  In case the proof inspection is not permanently affixed on the pressurized receptacle, a document certifying the test must be carried during transportation.

2.4  The pressurized receptacles must be shut and sealed in a way that the escape of gas is impossible.

2.5  The valve openings must be secured with gas leak proof closures.

2.6  Pressurized receptacles must be properly marked and labeled IAW section 5.2.1 ADR.

2.7  The valves must be protected from shearing off by a protective cap.

2.8  Only goods of class 2 are allowed on the transport unit.

2.9  All other ADR provisions must be met.


3.  Entries into shipping documents

3.1  In addition to other statements the following entry is required on the shipping document:

“Waiver (AG) BMVg Nr. 16 (S) US”

3.2  One copy of this waiver must be carried during the movement and must be shown to officials upon request.


4.  Expiration date:  The (AG) BMVg Nr. 16 (S) US expires 31 December 2012.
